Have you ever wondered why bottles from Chateauneuf du Pape and its other southern-Rhone neighbors have such a distinct shape?
The story goes back to the XIVth century when the papacy was relocated to Avignon thus becoming the "Pope's New Castle". This
region makes wines ranging from a blend of 2 or 3 different grapes to the more traditional 13-grapes blend, which would explain why
two neighbors can make such different wines. If you head north, you will venture into slightly cooler and more mountaineous terrain.

The difference

A bistrot, or bistro, is a small restaurant that serves simple,
inexpensive meals.
